LAW OF INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS
(Prof. Enrico Milano)
Obiettivi formativi
The course examines the main legal questions concerning the functioning and the activities of the United Nations, with special regard to their compatibility with international law and with the international protection of human rights. It is organized in seminars with in-depth analysis of the issues described in the programme. Working language will be English, but students will be expected to read materials in Italian and occasionally French. The use of official languages of the organization will enhance the comprehension of the conceptual and terminological tools used in the diplomatic practice of the United Nations. The course will host Prof. Sanja Djiaic, University of Novi Sad (Serbia), within the Bando di Ateneo per l’incentivazione della didattica in lingua straniera.
Programma
The course will pursue an in-depth analysis the following issues: 1) the development of international organizations from the League of Nations to the United Nations; 2) the institutional setting and the powers of the United Nations; 3) the UN system of collective security, with special focus on the functions and powers exercised by the Security Council; 4) law-making by the Security Council; 5) the fight against international terrorism and the use of smart sanctions; 6) the administration of territories by the United Nations and the coordination with regional organizations; 7) the responsibility of international organizations, with special focus on the activities of Peace Support Operations; 8) the advisory opinion of the International Court of Justice on the unilateral declaration of independence of Kosovo.
